AGREEMENT № ____
on partnership and cooperation

This Agreement on partnership and cooperation, hereinafter referred to as Agreement, is made and entered into by and between the __________________________________ (short for – ______________), hereinafter referred to as Party1, legally represented by _________________________, which acts by virtue of _______________________, for one part, and National Technical University of Ukraine “Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute” (short for – NTUU "KPI"), hereinafter referred to as Party2, legally represented by First Vice-Rector Yakymenko Yurii Ivanovych, acting by virtue of Order № ____  from ___________, of the second part, hereinafter referred to as Parties together and Party discretely, on the following:
1. Subject matter of the agreement
1.1. The subject matter of the Agreement is the organization of partnership and cooperation in the areas determined by the terms of the Agreement.
2. The main areas of cooperation
2.1. The Parties shall cooperate under the Agreement in the following areas:
2.1.1. the dissemination of information materials (job vacancy and internships brochure) by Parties in Party1/Party2, subject to prior concordance of the format of dissemination of such information materials with Party1/Party2 in accordance with the procedure specified in Clause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.2. the provision of support by Party1 to Party2 in the manner and under the conditions determined by Party1 in concordance with Party2 and in accordance with the procedure specified in Clause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.3. the organization of educational events (seminars, trainings, master classes, etc.) by Party2 together with Party1/its representatives/consultants/specialists in the manner and under the conditions determined and executed in accordance with the requirements of Сlause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.4. the organization of participation of candidates for higher education of Party2 in the development of projects, proposals related to the activities of Party1, at the request of Party1, in the manner prescribed by Clause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.5. the participation of teachers and candidates for higher education of the Party2 in the scientific research conducted by the Party1 on a contractual basis with the Party2, in the manner prescribed by Clause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.6. the participation of the Parties in other programs and projects relevant to the common interests of the Parties, in particular, specifically development and revision of the educational programs of the Party 2 at all levels of higher education (by the specialty / specialties related field(s) to the activity of the Party 1), aimed at the implementation of dual education system;
2.1.7. the support and participation of Party1 in public events organized by Party2, as well as informational and other support of projects, programs and research activities of Party2 by Party1, in the manner specified in Clause 2.2. of this Agreement;
2.1.8. the implementation of joint campaigns, speeches, publications in the media and other actions aimed at promoting Party1 and Party2;
2.1.9. the provision of support to individual candidates for higher education of Party2 by Party1 (by consent) according to the procedure set by the legislation;
2.1.10. the participation of Party1 in the sociological surveys of Party2 and the determination of place occupied by Party2 in the ranking of world universities;

2.1.11. assistance of Party1 in organizing and conducting all types of practice, traineeships of higher education applicants;
2.1.12. assistance of Party1 in employing Party’s2 graduates;
2.1.13. the performing of the research, exploratory-designing and other types of scientific activity by Party 2 , (provision of scientific and technical services) at the request of Party 1 on the basis of additional agreements.

2.1.14. other forms of cooperation, which a mutual agreement can be reached on, according to the current legislation that is executed in conformity with the procedure established by Clause 2.2 of Agreement.
2.2. The establishment of procedure for implementing directions stated in clause 2.1 of Agreement shall be performed under separate agreements. 
2.3. None of Agreement conditions shall be treated as joint efforts of the Parties or as another agreement’s form which entails the Parties to property, financial and other obligations.
3. Basis for cooperation
3.1. The Parties shall cooperate on directions established by Agreement.
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3.2. The Parties are bound by current legislation, observe the confidentiality of information, official secrecy concerning the date received in cooperation process and which can be passed on to a third party by written agreement of the Party that acknowledged them as having secret or confidential nature.
3.3. The Parties avail themselves of opportunities and means while performing the interlinked targets within the scope of their competence, acquired rights and duties, exchange information on cooperation issues reciprocally and in due time. 
3.4. The Parties to the agreement are obliged to cooperate in equal partnership creating an enabling environment for the cooperation. 
3.5. The Agreement has no impact on Parties’ obligations under their contractual relationships with legal entities, private individuals and individual entrepreneurs. 
3.6. All the issues, problems and difficulties, which may arise in the cooperation process, shall be solved by the Parties through the mutual and meaningful negotiations taking into account the concerns of Parties. 
3.7. Parties consent to the use of each other’s name, merchandise mark, brand mark etc by prior arrangement for the purpose of promoting the Parties during the events. 
4. Duration of Agreement 
4.1. The Agreement shall become effective on the date of its signature by the Parties and remain in force for a period of _________________________. 
4.2. The Parties may extend the Agreement upon mutual consent by sealing an additional contract to Agreement. 
4.3. The Agreement may be brought to an early termination by mutual consent of the Parties.
4.4. Either Party may dissolve the Agreement on an ex parte basis upon written notice to the other Party at least 30 calendar days before requested cancellation date. 
5. Other terms 
5.1. Particular cooperation forms and types towards Agreement implementation shall be defined and regulated by separate agreements of the Parties. 
5.2. The Agreement does not impose any financial liabilities on the Parties. The Parties shall consider the Agreement as a letter of intent which does not oblige any Party to the legal and financial liabilities. 
5.3. The Parties confirm that they operate under the norms of anti-corruption laws of Ukraine. The parties confirm that they carry out their activities in accordance with the anti-corruption legislation of Ukraine. In connection with and for the implementation of the Agreement the Parties shall not to commit or participate in the commission of corruption offenses and not to take any actions that may lead to violations of anti-corruption legislation of Ukraine, including: not to provide / offer  / promise to provide, directly or indirectly, illegal benefit to any functionaries / officials, as well as not to authorize others to perform such actions, in order to persuade functionaries / officials to illegally use their authority or benefit from the opportunities they represent.  Each of the Parties has the right to bring the Agreement to an early termination if there are sufficient reasons to believe that the other Party has violated or intends to violate the anti-corruption legislation of Ukraine.
5.4. The Parties shall comply with all the requirements of current legislation on personal data protection and in due manner fulfill all obligations provided by such legislation and which arise / may arise in connection with the implementation of the Agreement. The Parties confirm and guarantee that they process personal data in accordance with the requirements of current legislation on personal data protection and ensure the protection of such data in accordance with the requirements of such legislation.
5.5. By agreement of the Parties, amendments and additions can be made to the Agreement, which shall be formalized by additional agreements to the Agreement and signed by the authorized representatives of the Parties and shall form an integral part of the Agreement.
5.6. Upon reorganization of one of the Parties, in the presence of a successor, its rights and obligations under the Agreement, by agreement of the Parties, shall be transferred to the successor.
5.7. The Agreement is made in Ukrainian in two counterparts of equal legal force, one copy for each of the Parties.
